As a VPP Star recipient ConocoPhillips’ Kuparuk operations won’t be subject to random enforcement 
inspections for two years. Enforcement regulations remain in effect, however, and cases of employee 
complaints, accident investigations or other significant incidents will result in an enforcement 
inspection.
